FINAL PORTFOLIO SUBMISSION FOR ENGLISH WRITING/DR. BUTLER

No late portfolios will be accepted.

[bookmark: _GoBack]You have written three major essays this semester (river tooth memoir, change process, time concept) and seven journal entries.   In presenting your writing in a portfolio, follow these steps:

1.  Revise each of the three essays using corrections, suggestions, and strategies you have learned.  Place all three revised essays in a folder.  Include each essay's original drafts with my comments/corrections/score placed after the most recently revised version.    

2.  Revise your lowest scored journal entry and place the revised journal entry and its draft in the folder.  Place all other journal entries at the back.

3. WRITE an introduction to your portfolio, reflecting on your growth in English writing this semester.  Use examples from your essays and journals to support your reflection.  Consider using a number of brush strokes and other strategies from class presentations in this essay.  Review the Chinglish chart for common errors.   This introduction should contain several points:
	
a.  In what ways do you approach your writing differently now than you have in the past?  In what ways do you approach reading others' work differently?
	
	b.  Discuss and illustrate some specific strategies or techniques of writing you have used during the course and found especially helpful.
	
	c.  What piece in your portfolio was the most difficult to write? Why?
	
	d.  What piece in your portfolio did you enjoy writing the most?  Why?
	
	e.  Describe the single most important thing you have learned during this course about your writing.

	f.  Describe your writing process in terms of a metaphor (Writing, for me, is like. .  . .) and briefly explain your chosen comparison.  

This introduction will be graded as a final 4th essay so write it as well as you can, paying close attention to the six traits of ideas, organization, voice, sentence variety, word choice, and conventions.

4.  Place the introductory essay at the beginning of your portfolio.  Be sure your English name, Chinese name, and section # appear on the cover of your folder and all papers are securely attached to the folder or binder.  
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
